Published and predictable requirements – easy to 
implement – renumbering should not be required to 
get more addresses but must be an option

Need a tool that matches the way network engineers 
plan and think
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Nibble boundary

• How is this connected to other policy goals?
HD-ratio
Documentation

Desired policy outcome

Initial and subsequent allocations/PI 
assignments should always be on a nibble 
boundary – check whether this always doubles 
the allocation
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Policy limitations for PI assignments

• Should we have just one type IPv6 space?
• Should we review the PI policy limitations?

Desired policy outcome

PI assignments should be based on the organisation 
managing the network and not the ownership of the 
devices connected to it
